(either “C” for Celsius or “F” for Fahrenheit). The single function should convert the temper-
ature from one unit to the other based on the following formulas:

e To convert Celsius to Fahrenheit: (Celsius * 9/5) + 32
e To convert Fahrenheit to Celsius: (Fahrenheit - 32) * 5/9



Solution:

temp_conv <- function(x, orig_unit){
if (orig_unit == "F"){
(x - 32) *x 5/9
} else if (orig_unit == "C"){
(x * 9/5) + 32
